The Transfiguration
• The Witnesses – Peter, James and 

John

• Transfigured
• The appearance of His face 

was altered, it shone like the 
sun

• His clothes became shining, 
white as light, like snow, such 
as no launderer on earth can 
whiten them.

• Two men talked with Him
• Moses
• Elijah

• About His departure which He 
was about to accomplish at 
Jerusalem

(Cf. Matthew 17:1-9; Mark 9:2-9; Luke 9:28-36)

The Preeminence of 
Jesus

• Moses, the man of God Deuteronomy 
33:1 (Joshua 14:6; Psalm 90:1)
Deliverer of the Law

• Elijah, a man of God - 1 Kings 17:24
(2 Kings 1:10-13) – a Prophet

•  Jesus, the Son of God (Hebrews 3:5-6)



What We Need to 
Understand about 
Jesus

• Jesus made ATONEMENT for our 
sins – Romans 5:1-11

• Jesus’ Resurrection PROVED He is 
the Son of God - Romans 1:1-4

• Jesus Has All AUTHORITY
Matthew 28:18; Ephesians 1:22-23

• As Jesus was transfigured, we must 
be TRANSFORMED. (Romans 12:2; 
1 Peter 4:1-4)
